Reading Connections by Mrs. Walker 
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Parents are Role 
Models  
 

Teaching your child to read 
can at times feel over-
whelming and leaves your-
self questioning your efforts.  
Learning to read takes time 

and patience especially if 
your child is struggling in 
that area. The struggling 
reader can put up road 
blocks that make you feel 

helpless and out -of -control!  
Here is a complete checklist 

of what you need to do to 
assist your child with read-
ing. There are several items 
to think about to foster 
reading and to help with 
comprehension. Use this 

checklist to guide you to 
better assist your child 
through their reading jour-
ney.  

 
Do you make the  

time to read aloud to  
       your child each day?  

 
Do you ensure that the 
following strategies are  

       used to encourage your  

       child to focus on mean -  
       ing:  
       Discuss the selection/ 
         book prior to reading by  
         asking, what your child  
         thinks the selection/book  
         will be about.  Discuss the  
         content? Ensure that the  
         level of reading is appropri- 

        ate and that the selection  
        will be meaningful to your  
        child? 

 
Do you ensure that  
reading occurs each  

      day? Let your child  

      select their own  
      reading materials?  
      Provide a variety of  
      books at your child's  
      level of difficulty?  
      Talk about the read -  
      ing that your child  

      has done? Demon -  
      strate respect for  
      your child's opinion?  
 

Do you ensure that 
your child has access  

      to a variety of read -  

      ing materials such as  
      picture books, stu -  
      dent generated ma -  
      terial, novels, maga -  
      zines, comic strips,  
      reference articles,  

      news items, poems,  
      rhymes, mysteries,  
      instructions/  

      directions, reports  
      etc?  

 
Do you make sure that 

there is opportunities  
      for: silent reading, lis -  
      tening to tapes, shared  
      reading, guided read -  
      ing, chime style read -  
      ing etc.?  

 

 

When reading with 
your child do you help  

       them to: Predict  
       words? Skip over it  
       and determine the  

       meaning from context?   
       Use sounding tech -  
       niques?  
 

Do you use good ques-
tioning techniques  that  

     foster higher level  

      thinking skills  such as:  
      Ask the child to make  

      predictions, compare -  
      sons, hypothesis, and  
      make inferences? Do  
      you ask about cause  
      and effect and  

      whether he/she can  
      distinguish fact from  
      fiction or opinion? Do  
      you ask your child to  
      relate the literature to  
      his/her own experi -  
      ence?  

Children benefit from good 
modeling. If you tend to let 

them see you take enjoy-
ment in reading, take an 
interest in everything they 
read, they too will begin to 

see reading as a pleasur-
able activity. When reading 
is enjoyed, it will naturally 
get better!
